With great excitement we are anticipating our upcoming grand trip. Bunks Shalom, Simcha, and Emes (grades 1-3) will be going to Dutch Wonderland on Tuesday, August 10th. Campers should bring a non-perishable lunch. Spending money is optional (however, sending 6, 7 and 8 year olds with your life savings in not advisable), and there are many water fountains throughout the park. Due to security, (and so they can charge us a fortune for a 12oz. soda), Dutch Wonderland will not allow us to bring food into the park. The park allows one clear water bottle to be brought in. We strongly encourage that campers should use this allowance. We will be allowed to eat our lunch in the pavilion outside the park. (But only if the lunch is tasty)

Please be aware that there are no other activities available in camp for campers that miss the departure of the trip.
